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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of Dr. Truett Ricks.

WHEREAS, Dr. Truett Ricks began his career in law enforcement as a clerk with the Federal Bureau of Investigation in Washington, D.C.; and 

WHEREAS, while serving as a patrol officer and Detective Sergeant with the Memphis, Tennessee Police Department, Dr. Truett Ricks received his B.A. and M.B.A. from the University of Memphis. He would later receive his Ph.D. from Florida State University, where he was an Assistant Professor in the Department of Criminology; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Truett Ricks was the retired Dean of the College of Law Enforcement (now known as the College of Justice and Safety) at Eastern Kentucky University for over 14 years. He was the author of several books on law enforcement and police management, and dedicated his life to helping others understand and enforce the law. Upon his retirement from EKU, he was President of Ricks International Consulting, Inc., a consulting firm that provides services to clients in the United States, Great Britain, and Nigeria; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Truett Ricks was a faithful member of Rosedale Baptist Church, the Oleika Shrine, and a 50-year Mason. He served on the Kentucky Crime Commission and as Chair of the Kentucky Law Enforcement Council and the Curriculum Committee; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Truett Ricks departed this earthly life on March 18, 2014, leaving his family, friends, and all those he had worked with and mentored at Eastern Kentucky University in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Truett Ricks was preceded in death by his parents, Herman and Winnie Belle Crawford Ricks; his wife, Betty Ricks; and his daughter, Sherry Lynn Ricks. He is survived by his son, Bobby and his wife, Kathy; his daughter, Tammy; his grandchildren, Emily and her husband, Marvin, Laura and her husband, Jason, and Truett Graham and his wife, Ashley; his great-grandchildren, Emily and Tanner; his brothers, J.C. Ricks and his wife, Iris, Donald Ricks and his wife, Emma Dean, and William Ricks and his wife, Pamela; his sister, Martha Ann "Pris" Garrison and her husband, Robert; and many nieces and nephews who will dearly miss his presence in their lives;
