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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of Dr. David McMillian Coffey.

WHEREAS, Dr. David McMillian Coffey was born February 17, 1950, the cherished son of J.D. and Lois Prewitt Coffey; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Coffey grew up on a farm in Cumberland County, Kentucky. The first 4-H exchange student in Indonesia, he received his B.A. and M.A. from Western Kentucky University and his Ed.D. in vocational technical education from Virginia Tech in 1978; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Coffey was a profoundly gifted teacher, mentor, and explorer. He earned Teacher of the Year Awards at Western Kentucky University, where he taught a hugely popular course on rural sociology. His curriculum for his Animal Rights/Animal Welfare course was used nationwide, and his Ag in the Classroom curriculum became a model learning plan for many states; and 

WHEREAS, at WKU, Dr. Coffey was the faculty member in charge of the Institute for Future Agricultural Leaders; the first director of the WKU Office of Undergraduate Advisement; and the director of the WKU Educational Enhancement Programs, TriO, and Student Disability Services. He served on the Kentucky FFA Foundation, was a member of the national FFA Board of Directors, and was the proud recipient of the national FFA H.O. Sargent Award for Diversity; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Coffey was a beloved professor who touched the lives of so many of his students. He accompanied students on trips to Costa Rica, Argentina, Australia, and Ecuador, adventuring as he always did with an incredible spirit and a will to teach others about the world; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. David McMillian Coffey departed this earthly life on March 20, 2014, leaving his family, friends, and all those around the world whose lives he touched in solemn mourning; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Coffey is survived by his mother; his close confidant, Dr. Luis Samayoa; his daughters, Coco Coffey and Kristie Guffey; his son, Antonio Echeverria; his brothers, Danny (Jane) and Daryl (Debra); his sisters, Ann Coffey (Steve Dahmer) and Pam Coffey Wells (Tom); and various nieces, nephews, cousins, and other friends and family who will dearly miss him;
