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A RESOLUTION honoring the SALUTE Program developed by the Bracken County Sheriff's Office.

WHEREAS, on April 14, 2014, the SALUTE Program in the Bracken County School System was completed; and 

WHEREAS, the SALUTE Program was composed of various initiatives, each helping the students of the Bracken County School System understand and appreciate drug addiction, the negative influence of drugs, and other real-world issues that students must know how to deal with in the world we live in; and 

WHEREAS, four lessons were taught to the first and second graders at Taylor Elementary School. The lessons included a class on dealing with strangers, what to do if someone comes to your door at home, information to be given to people when you answer the phone, and what to do if you are being bullied or offered drugs; and 

WHEREAS, ten lessons were taught to fifth graders at Taylor Elementary School. These lessons covered the introduction of SALUTE, the behavioral influences of drugs and how to understand those influences, resisting gangs and violence, self-esteem, bullying/assertiveness, and Internet safety. A graduation ceremony and dance was held at the end of the ten weeks, and students received T-shirts and graduation certificates; and

WHEREAS, four lessons were taught to seventh and eighth graders at Bracken County Middle School. These lessons included classes on bullying, addiction, and recovery, with a guest speaker talking about her battle with addiction and the consequences thereof. The students also learned about the impact of drug addiction on the family and loved ones, with a guest speaker presenting on the impact of her daughter's addiction on the family, and the ultimate price one can pay when addicted; and 

WHEREAS, all Bracken County High School girls attended two assemblies on drug addiction and the impact it has on the addict and the people who care about him or her. There were three guest speakers at these assemblies who spoke about addiction and the financial, mental, and physical impact that it has on the addict and his or her family; and 

WHEREAS, the SALUTE Program in the Bracken County School System was a success, and the Bracken County Sherriff's Department, including Sherriff Howard Niemeier and Chief Deputy Bob Scott, are applauded by this body for their diligence and hard work in pursuit of the common good;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives hereby honors the SALUTE Program developed by the Bracken County Sherriff's Department, and commends Sheriff Howard Niemeier and Chief Deputy Bob Scott for sacrificing of their time and talent to help teach the next generation of Bracken Countians about such important issues.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the SALUTE Program.
