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A RESOLUTION honoring the Allen County-Scottsville High School Lady Patriots basketball team upon their 40th anniversary.

WHEREAS, the Allen County-Scottsville Lady Patriots are the oldest and most successful female athletic program in the history of Allen County-Scottsville High School. They notched their first win in November 1974, and from that moment to the last second of the regional tournament at Allen County-Scottsville High School in 2014, the never-quit, tenacious talent of Lady Patriots basketball has never wavered in its crowd-pleasing, goal-scoring, school- and community-pride-building excellence; and 

WHEREAS, the Allen County-Scottsville Lady Patriots' win-loss record is 721-403, placing them sixth on the all-time list for Kentucky girls' high school basketball. The Lady Patriots have won 20 15th District championships, seven Fourth Region championships, and have appeared five times in the KHSAA Girls' Sweet Sixteen; and 

WHEREAS, the Lady Patriots have played in more consecutive regional championship games than any other team in the Fourth Region, including five years in a row from 1976 to 1980. They are the only team in Fourth Region history with three consecutive regional championships from 1999 to 2001; and 

WHEREAS, in addition, their accomplishments in the prestigious Louisville Invitational Tournament, including a championship in 1980, and in the South Central Bank-Halton Classic as champion in 2013, makes them one of the top girls' high school basketball programs in the state of Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, four Lady Patriots have continued to prominence on NCAA Division I sports teams, including NCAA Final Four and NCAA championship teams, with solid prospects for the 2015, 2016, and 2017 Lady Patriots to follow suit; and 

WHEREAS, having now completed their 40th season on the court, the Lady Patriots have brought countless hours of nail-biting and thrilling moments of basketball to Allen County-Scottsville High School and the surrounding community. They have defined school pride and set the bar high for themselves, inspiring others both on and off the court. The legacy and tradition of passion, drive, and standards of excellence exemplified in each season of the program's 40 years is rightfully celebrated by this honorable body. The body also pauses to congratulate and honor each present, past, and future wearer of the Lady Patriot red, white, and blue, and their coaches and staff members for their personal and team contributions to the outstanding athletic heritage of Allen County-Scottsville High School. Their dedication, hard work, and goal-setting (and scoring) achievements honor the memory of those Lady Patriots no longer with us—players, managers, and our number one fan—and with pride in their hearts, the members of this body remember 40 years of goals, games, and championships; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
