WHEREAS, Ernest B. Hillenmeyer, Jr., was a son of this Commonwealth, having been born in Lexington, Kentucky, on February 26, 1922, the cherished son of the late Mathilde Scott and Earnest B. Hillenmeyer, Sr.; and 

WHEREAS, Ernest B. Hillenmeyer, Jr., was a graduate of St. Paul's School, Campion Jesuit High School, and the United States Merchant Marine Academy in Kings Point, New York, and was commissioned as an officer in the United States Naval Reserve. A proud World War II veteran, he established the Meadowview Regional Medical Center and Hospice of Hope, where he was the first chaplain; and 

WHEREAS, Ernest B. Hillenmeyer, Jr., was the former president of Parker Tobacco Company; and 

WHEREAS, Ernest B. Hillenmeyer, Jr., was ordained as a deacon in the Roman Catholic Church in 1985. He served the parish of St. Patrick Church in Maysville and St. James Church in Brooksville. He was also the chair of the board of trustees at Thomas More College; and 

WHEREAS, Ernest B. Hillenmeyer, Jr., was an avid traveler and fan of the University of Kentucky Wildcats. He was a member of the Limestone Ministerial Association and chaired a fundraising drive to build a new hospital in Maysville. He was a founder of the Council for Burley Tobacco, local district chairman for the Boy Scouts of America, president of the Maysville Country Club, served as director of the local Chamber of Commerce, and presided over Appalachian Industries in Vanceburg; and

WHEREAS, Ernest B. Hillenmeyer, who was beloved by many for his indelible spirit and compassion, departed this earthly life on April 3, 2014, leaving an entire Commonwealth in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, Ernest B. Hillenmeyer is survived by his beloved wife, Mary Farrell Hillenmeyer; his sister, Mary Hillenmeyer Fiore; six children; 11 grandchildren; and many other relatives who will dearly miss his presence in their lives;
