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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Peggy Williams upon her retirement.

WHEREAS, Peggy Williams was born May 10, 1952; and 

WHEREAS, Peggy Williams is an employee of the Legislative Research Commission, where she is a member of House leadership staff; and

She brought a wealth of experience in state government to the commission, having worked for the Department of Education from 1980 to 1988. WHEREAS, this body honors those men and women whose efforts often go unnoticed by the general public. These people are not often lauded for their good work, but they continue to assist legislators with their calm demeanor and their impeccable work ethic, and to tackle the most important issues facing Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, Peggy Williams's career in state government has been marked by these attributes, and her retirement from the Legislative Research Commission will be both regretfully marked and hereby celebrated, as she has given so much of her time and talent to the citizens of this great Commonwealth and to the lawmakers who serve on their behalf;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
