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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Representative Robert R. "Bob" Damron upon his retirement from this Honorable Body following 22 years of service to the people of this Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, Representative Bob Damron was born on June 20, 1954. A proud graduate of the University of Kentucky, he is an investment banker and a financial advisor; and 

WHEREAS, Representative Bob Damron was elected to represent House District 39, and has since worked diligently to serve the best interests of his district and to improve the quality of life of all Kentuckians; and

WHEREAS, throughout his decorated tenure as a member of this body, Representative Bob Damron has served as House Majority Caucus Chair and on the Rules Committee; the Committee on Committees; the Banking and Insurance Committee; the Veterans, Military Affairs, and Public Protection Committee; the Appropriations and Revenue Committee; the Administrative Regulation Review Subcommittee; the Capital Projects and Bond Oversight Committee; and the Budget Review Subcommittee on Transportation; and 

WHEREAS, Representative Bob Damron has also served as President of the National Conference of Insurance Legislators, has chaired the Finance Committee of the Council of State Governments, and has served on the Southern Legislative Conference's Fiscal Affairs and Government Operations Committee and the Human Services Committee of the National Conference of State Legislatures; and 

WHEREAS, Representative Bob Damron has been recognized by the AARP, the National Rife Association, Americans for Tax Reform, the Kentucky Association of Home Builders, and the Kentucky State Police Professional Association. WHEREAS, Representative Bob Damron has also been a pillar of his community, having served on the Executive Board for the Bluegrass Council on Boy Scouts. He was the recipient of the Russell C. Hill Award, the highest honor given to an individual making an outstanding contribution to character education by the Boy Scouts of America. He has served as a member of the Nicholasville Rotary Club and the Jessamine County Beef Cattle Association and on the PACE Board of Asbury College; and 

WHEREAS, Representative Bob Damron is duly honored on this day for his achievements as a member of this body. His tireless work on behalf of his constituents and to all the citizens of this Commonwealth is justly deserved, and for his more than two decades of service as a legislator, for the countless hours he has spent working on behalf of his district, and for his achievements as a human being of the first order, he is hereby commended and granted best wishes as he begins a new chapter of his life;
