WHEREAS, Coach Billy Hicks has an overall record of 864 wins and 246 losses, and according to KHSAA records he is the all-time winningest coach in Kentucky high school basketball history; and 

WHEREAS, in the 2013-2014 season, Coach Hicks' Scott County squad once again proved that they were as formidable as any team Hicks has coached. The Cardinals finished the season with an extraordinary 35-4 record, advancing all the way to the KHSAA Boys' Sweet 16 finals before being beaten by state champion Covington Catholic on March 23, 2014; and 

WHEREAS, this honorable body commends Coach Billy Hicks for his outstanding career, acknowledges the good work he has achieved with all the young men who have been so lucky to be under his charge, and wishes him the best of luck as he continues his tradition of excellence at Scott County High School;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
