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A RESOLUTION recognizing the 100th anniversary of Kentucky Cooperative Extension and the role county extension offices assume in improving the lives of residents.

WHEREAS, the Smith-Lever Act of 1914 was codified into federal law and provided funding for outreach endeavors at the land grant universities; and

WHEREAS, the Smith-Lever Act is a source of funding for land grant universities such as the University of Kentucky and Kentucky State University; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky extension has a rich history that began with county agents working in several counties of the Commonwealth. In the ensuing years, 4-H clubs were formed for Kentucky youth, agriculture and home demonstration agents began offering services in the 1920s, and by the 1950s, local cooperative extension services began offering research-based support to citizens; and

WHEREAS, since 2000 Kentucky extension has continued its grassroots focus, while keeping up with the changes brought about by the age of technology; and

WHEREAS, the Cooperative Extension Service has offices in all 120 counties, reaching millions of residents throughout Kentucky each year; and

WHEREAS, the Scott County Cooperative Extension Office, located in Georgetown, is an important part of the University of Kentucky/Kentucky State University cooperative extension information network; and

WHEREAS, Scott County extension agents in recent years conducted youth livestock awareness and improvement instruction, presented a beef integrated resources management series, helped participants make healthy lifestyle choices, undertook leadership development through family and consumer sciences education, coordinated 4-H teen leadership, and hosted a 4-H environmental camp; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives hereby honors Kentucky Cooperative Extension for 100 years of service through programs to improve the lives of individuals, families, farmers, and businesses throughout the Commonwealth.
