WHEREAS, Paul Noble Young was a son of this Commonwealth, having been born in Shelbyville on September 5, 1941, the cherished son of Paul and Elizabeth Young; and 

WHEREAS, Paul Noble Young graduated from Junction City High School and enrolled in Lindsey Wilson College before transferring to Eastern Kentucky University, where he played basketball, earned his bachelor's and master's degrees, and obtained his teaching certificate; and 

WHEREAS, Paul Noble Young also attended the University of Missouri, completing all the coursework for a doctorate; and 

WHEREAS, Paul Noble Young taught industrial arts in Louisville before joining the United States Navy in 1968. He completed officer candidate school in Newport, Rhode Island, and flew many missions over Vietnam and Southeast Asia. For his service he was the recipient of the National Defense Service Medal, the Vietnam Campaign Medal, the Vietnam Service Medal, the Presidential Unit Commendation, the Navy Unit Commendation, the Armed Forces Expeditionary Medal, the Air Medal, and the Combat Action Ribbon; and 

WHEREAS, after his discharge in 1972, Paul Noble Young served in the Naval Reserve for several years; and 

WHEREAS, in 1973, Paul Noble Young joined the United States Department of Defense School System and taught in Germany for more than a decade. He later served as deputy principal at the Stuttgart American High School; and 

WHEREAS, upon his return from Germany, Paul Noble Young settled in Columbia, and after a significant surgery he became a resident at the Mexico Veterans Home; and 

WHEREAS, Paul Noble young, an Eagle Scout and an avid traveler, snow skier, and woodworker, departed this earthly existence on March 31, 2014, leaving his family, friends, and an entire community in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, Paul Noble Young was preceded in death by his parents and his sister, Mary Jane. He is survived by his beloved wife, Barbara Ann Baker Young; his son, Eric; his brothers, Floyd Thomas (Sharon) and John Allen (Mary Ann); and his sisters, Betty B. Teele and Helen C. Greene (Donnie);
