WHEREAS, Dr. Louis Arnold will preach at Clays Mill Road Baptist Church in Lexington on January 19, 2014, his 100th birthday, marking a century on this earth in the most perfect way possible. This honorable body is humbled by Dr. Arnold's passion before his Creator, and wishes him the best of luck as he once again enlightens the congregation of Clays Mill Road Baptist Church the way he has done at so many churches throughout his life; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Louis Arnold merits tremendous honor and recognition upon the celebration of his 100th birthday, and deserves great praise for the example he sets, his 80 years of preaching the Gospel all across this Commonwealth, and his indelible grace as he has bravely shared the light of Jesus Christ with others;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
