MEASURE’S PURPOSE: The purpose of this measure is to expand the statewide service program to caregivers caring for minors who are not their biological children.

PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: This measure amends KRS 405.023 to expand the statewide service program to other caregivers caring for minors who are not their biological children and creates a new section of KRS Chapter 405 to establish an affidavit for caregivers to authorize health care treatment and school-related decisions for children in their care; define terms. The measure establishes requirements and form of the affidavit; penalties for misuse of the affidavit and requires health care providers to honor the affidavit. It permits parents, legal custodians, and de facto custodians to supersede the decision of a caregiver and revoke the affidavit and clarifies that caregiver rights do not supersede parental rights. A new section of KRS chapter 158 is created to require schools to honor a caregiver's authority to make school-related decisions for a child in their care; clarify that caregiver rights do not supersede parental rights.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: A Corrections Impact (CI) statement prepared for this measure indicates no impact on the state budget. The CI projects a local impact of approximately $2,993 to $12,140 for each individual that might be incarcerated as a result of this measure. Local health care providers and local school districts are required to honor the caregiver affidavit but no costs are involved in that process.
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
