Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
Senate Bill 184 GA creates new sections of KRS Chapter 529 to allow expungement of non-violent offenses resulting from being a victim of human trafficking (as long as the motion is filed within sixty days of the final judgment entered by the court) and to create an affirmative defense for human trafficking victims.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of Senate Bill 184 GA on localities is expected to be nil.
Local jails transfer custody of records upon release of inmates and will be unaffected.  For local law enforcement agencies, it is expected that computerized records versus paper records will be expunged (due to the sixty day deadline referenced above), which takes no more than five minutes.

While the number of human trafficking victims residing in Kentucky is unknown as the crime is underreported, the number is anticipated to be less than one thousand.
