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AN ACT relating to physician choice of suboxone administration format, and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 205 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For the purposes of this section, "suboxone" means the drug suboxone or a generic equivalent that contains buprenorphine hydrochloride and naloxone hydrochloride as the only active ingredients.

(2)
A managed care organization that provides benefits pursuant to this chapter shall establish the same access criteria for any administration method of suboxone that is approved by the United States Food and Drug Administration and any successor agency when ordered by a physician for a member.

Section 2.   Because a physician's ability to appropriately treat a Medicaid member's addiction may rely on the ability to have full availability of Federal Drug Administration-approved treatment and medication options, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
