Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
Senate Bill 31 GA creates a new section of Subchapter 1 of KRS Chapter 224 to prohibit a state agency or political subdivision of the state from implementing any part of the United Nations Agenda 21 that is contrary to the United States or Kentucky Constitution, or being a member of or expending any public funds on a group or organization that will implement any part of the United Nations Agenda 21.
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
Localities currently are prohibited from taking actions that would violate either the U.S. or Kentucky Constitution. Three Kentucky localities would be required to terminate their membership to ICLEI-Local Governments for Sustainability (formerly International Council for Local Environmental Initiatives).  Dues for Kentucky local governments, based on population, range from $600 to $3,500 per annum.  Dues for Regional Planning Affiliates, based on operating budget, range from $2,500 to $9,500.
