AN ACT relating to a missed appointment fee pilot program for Medicaid patients.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   (1)
Within ninety (90) days of the effective date of this Act, the Cabinet for Health and Family Services shall prepare, and forward to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services, a request for a waiver as permitted under Title XIX of the Social Security Act, 42 U.S.C. secs. 1396 et seq., for a pilot program that permits a health professional as defined under KRS 205.510 to prohibit a patient who receives Medicaid benefits from rescheduling an appointment until the member has paid a ten dollar ($10) missed-appointment fee to the provider for each missed scheduled appointment starting with the third and each subsequent missed scheduled appointment without canceling the appointment before the time for which it is scheduled.

(2)
Within sixty (60) days after approval of the waiver by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services, the Cabinet for Health and Family Services shall implement the pilot program in Jefferson, Letcher, and Pike Counties.
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
