Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 88 removes from county, city-county, and district boards of health the ability to adopt regulations by transferring their authority to the legislative bodies of county and city-county legislative bodies. Existing administrative regulations will remain in effect until amended or repealed by ordinance of the local government legislative body. 
The bill also prohibits regulation by county, city-county, and district boards of health in any area relating to “the manufacture, sale, purchase, taxation, transfer, ownership, possession, carrying, storage, or transportation of firearms, ammunition, components of firearms, components of ammunition, firearms accessories, or combination thereof.”

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 88 on local governments having county, city-county, and district boards of health is minimal. 

Local government expenses associated with the bill relate to the transfer of administrative regulation duties from county, city-county, and district boards of health to the local government legislative body, and the repeal of any regulations concerning firearms as set forth in Section 1 subsection (4) of the bill. Costs relate to the administrative duties of developing, publishing, and adopting ordinances relating to health departments.
