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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the "Leo Roberts Korean War Veteran Memorial Bridge" in Floyd County.

WHEREAS, Leo Roberts was born on July 13, 1932, to Harmel and Lurlie Salisbury Roberts, and he traversed these earthly bounds on March 1, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Leo Roberts was the loving husband of Hattie "Sue" Roberts, and the late Lydia May Roberts; he was the beloved father of Stephen Lee Roberts and Teresa Monica Roberts; he was the loving stepfather of Timothy James Hatfield, Brian Keith Hatfield, and Stephen Brent Hatfield; he was the beloved brother of Charles Roberts, J.D. Roberts, Jerry Roberts, Larry Roberts, Lydia Steele, Scarlet Stumbo, Tammy Jarrell, Thelma Spears, and Patricia Layne; and he was the proud grandfather to eight grandchildren;

WHEREAS, Leo Roberts was a Korean War veteran; and

WHEREAS, Leo Roberts' passing has left a void in the lives of all that knew him;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the bridge located in Floyd County on Kentucky Route 680, mile point 13.6, Bridge Number B000147N, as the "Leo Roberts Korean War Veteran Memorial Bridge," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation. 
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
