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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet to include Jason Carter on the Country Music Highway on United States Highway 23 in Greenup County. 

WHEREAS, Jason Carter was born on February 1, 1973, in Ashland Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Jason Carter started playing guitar at eight years old under the instruction of his father and began playing the mandolin a few years later; and

WHEREAS, while in high school Jason Carter attended several bluegrass festivals and at the age of 16 heard the artist Del McCoury for the first time, which inspired him to learn the fiddle; and

WHEREAS, after high school Jason Carter landed his first professional job, playing the fiddle for The Goins Brothers. While with The Goins Brothers, Jason Carter got the opportunity to play at an event with Del McCoury, during which time he expressed to Del McCoury his desire to be a part of the Del McCoury Band; and

WHEREAS, in 1992, Jason Carter received the job with the Del McCoury Band which he is still a member of; and

WHEREAS, during his time with the Del McCoury Band, Jason Carter along with his band members have enjoyed immense success as a Grammy Award winning band and a member of the Grand Ole Opry;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall honor the accomplishments of Jason Carter by including him on the Country Music Highway on United States Highway on United States Route 23 in Greenup County, and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
