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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Robert Graves.

WHEREAS, Robert Graves was a proud son of the Commonwealth. He was born on July 29, 1920, in Cumberland County and was raised in Tompkinsville by the late Arvle and Addie Graves; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Graves answered the call to serve his country as a radio operator for the United States Army. He was assigned to the 59th Signal Battalion and later to the First Armored Signal Battalion. He served his country for the duration of World War II, witnessing some of the most profound events of the 20th century. He returned to the Commonwealth in September 1945; and

WHEREAS, upon his return, Mr. Graves had the distinct fortune of meeting Caroline Yeary in Frankfort, Kentucky, where he was working as a radio broadcaster. They married in 1951 and enjoyed a loving life together until her passing in 1998; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Graves made a career of public service as a radio technician for the Louisville Police Department, from which he retired in 1983; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Graves traversed these earthly bounds on December 14, 2013, at the age of 93; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Graves leaves a host of family and friends to mourn his loss, including his daughters, Deborah Yetter and her husband, Richard, and Rebecca Jones and her husband, Bob; his brother William Graves; and six grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, the members of this honorable body are saddened to learn of the loss of Mr. Graves and wish to extend their condolences to his family, friends, and community. May we all find solace in the knowledge that he has gone on to join his wife, Caroline; his parents; and his Heavenly Father;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Robert Graves, and extends its deepest sympathy to his family and friends.
