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A RESOLUTION celebrating National Marfan Syndrome Month for February and encouraging awareness.

WHEREAS, Marfan Syndrome is a genetic disorder that affects the body's connective tissue; and 

WHEREAS, Marfan Syndrome is caused by a defect, or mutation, in the gene that tells the body how to make fibrillin-1; and

WHEREAS, one in 5,000 people have Marfan Syndrome, including men and women of all races and ethnic groups; and

WHEREAS, symptoms of Marfan Syndrome include disproportionately long limbs, a protruding or indented chest bone, curved spine, and loose joints; and

WHEREAS, one of the most serious threats of Marfan Syndrome is aortic enlargement; and

WHEREAS, early diagnosis and proper treatment are the keys to successfully managing Marfan Syndrome so that patients can live a full life;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate recognizes and encourages research to find treatments and a cure for Marfan Syndrome.

Section 2.   The Senate hereby recognizes February as National Marfan Syndrome Awareness Month.

Section 3.   The Senate encourages raising awareness of Marfan Syndrome and commends actions to do so.
