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A RESOLUTION to honor the Forest Hill Military Academy and its commitment to cadet education in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has a long and proud tradition of revering military service that predates statehood, from the American Revolution to the War of 1812 to recent engagements in the countries of Iraq and Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, since beginning in 1845 with the Kentucky Military Institute, the tradition of cadet education in the Commonwealth has been a bastion of patriotism, leadership, and service, which proudly perseveres to this day with the Forest Hill Military Academy; and

WHEREAS, nestled in picturesque Bourbon County, in the historic town of Millersburg, the Forest Hill Military Academy is found on the historic site of the former Millersburg Military Institute, which served Kentucky admirably and selflessly from 1893 until 2006; and

WHEREAS, the Forest Hill Military Academy celebrates and preserves the longstanding military heritage of the town of Millersburg, and honors more than a century of academic accolades, military discipline, and leadership excellence among generations of the Commonwealth's long line of cadets; and

WHEREAS, as a military-structured preparatory school based on the standards of the United States Military Academy at West Point and the Virginia Military Institute in Lexington, Virginia, the Forest Hill Military Academy prepares young men and women for the intellectual, physical, and emotional rigors of attending a college, university, or service academy, entering into military service, or pursuing other professional endeavors; and

WHEREAS, through a challenging, yet supportive and encouraging environment, the Forest Hill cadets develop self-discipline, self-reliance, personal and national pride, and leadership excellence embedded in the values of integrity, loyalty, and moral courage;  

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the Senate hereby honor the Forest Hill Military Academy for its commitment to excellence in cadet education in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
