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A RESOLUTION to honor and recognize Physician Assistants' Day on February 4, 2014.

WHEREAS, quality affordable and accessible patient-centered health care provided by skilled practitioners contributes to the quality of life and well-being of all Kentuckians; and

WHEREAS, physician assistants, often the first point of contact for patients, play a vital role in helping patients understand their medical needs and empower them to be their own advocates; and

WHEREAS, physician assistants are a valuable asset to the medical community and work alongside doctors to enhance the delivery of high-quality health care, especially in underserved inner-city and rural areas; and

WHEREAS, physician assistants have earned the respect of Kentuckians for their dedicated assistance in providing medical treatment across the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, physician assistants are academically and clinically prepared to provide health care services, including diagnosis and treatment of disease, assist in surgery and prescribe medications with the direction of a supervising physician;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate honors and recognizes Physician Assistants' Day on February 4, 2014, and expresses its deep appreciation for the contributions of physician assistants to the citizens of the Commonwealth.
