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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the city of Ludlow, Kentucky, upon the occasion of its 150th anniversary.

WHEREAS, on February 20, 2014, Ludlow will publicly celebrate its 150th anniversary. The event will be a showcase of the city's origins and a chance for its citizens, elected officials, and other civic leaders to come together and reflect on their shared history as a community; and 

WHEREAS, this body joins in that celebration, and wishes everyone involved in Ludlow's success, both past and present, best wishes as they duly commemorate the town's 150th anniversary; commends the people of Ludlow for being part of one of this Commonwealth's finest communities; and honors the city's founders for sowing the seeds that continue to bloom a century and a half later;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate hereby honors the city of Ludlow, Kentucky, on its 150th anniversary, congratulates Mayor Kenneth Wynn and everyone involved with the celebration for their sacrifice and hard work, and grants best wishes to all the proud citizens of Ludlow on this special occasion.
