WHEREAS, Charles W. Buchanan was preceded in death by his parents; his son, Charles Raymond Buchanan; his sisters, Marie Patterson and Helen Cheek; and his brothers, William H., Paul, Tom, and Bob Buchanan. He is survived by his beloved wife of 65 years, Dora Ann Buchanan; his daughter, Marty Clark and her husband, Dennis; his brother, Don Buchanan and his wife, Elizabeth; his grandsons, Wesley Clark and his wife, Jennifer, and Pat Clark and his wife, Kim; his great-grandchildren, Patrick, Courteney, Peyton, and Garrett Clark; and other family members and friends who dearly loved him;
