WHEREAS, Hubert Lee Allen, Sr., departed this earthly life on January 31, 2014, leaving his family, friends, and an entire community in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, Hubert Lee Allen, Sr., was preceded in death by his parents, four brothers, and three sisters. He is survived by his beloved wife of 56 years, Delia King Allen; his children, Hubert Lee Allen, Jr., and Barbara Allen Cornett and her husband, Jay; his stepson, Joseph Spencer Mann and his wife, Donna; and his brother, Robert C. Allen;
