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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Manchester Memorial Hospital upon achieving HIMSS7 status.

WHEREAS, this honorable body commends those healthcare institutions in this Commonwealth that have risen above the norm and have not only given the citizens of their communities professional medical care, but have achieved such distinction that they are true models for the practice of medicine in Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, Manchester Memorial Hospital is one such institution. Founded in 1917, the 63-bed Christian hospital operates in the heart of the Daniel Boone National Forest in Manchester, Kentucky. Providing much-needed healthcare services to the people of Clay, Jackson, and Owsley Counties, Manchester Memorial Hospital has been named a Top 100 Hospital in America; and

WHEREAS, Manchester Memorial Hospital recently reached yet another milestone as it achieved HIMSS7 status. HIMSS is a system designed to track the efficiency of how hospitals store and share Electronic Medical Records. The system rates hospitals from Stage 1 to Stage 7; HIMSS7 is a challenging and very rare designation that means the hospital no longer uses paper charts to deliver patient care. This "paperless environment" is incredibly difficult to attain, and once it is attained the hospital can more freely share patient data and improve process performance, patient safety, and overall quality of care. Manchester Memorial Hospital is one of only 160 hospitals in the United States to achieve HIMSS7 status, and the only hospital in the Commonwealth to do so; and 

WHEREAS, this body hereby honors the administration and staff of Manchester Memorial Hospital for this extraordinary achievement, and gives special commendation to President/CEO Erika Skula and Director of Clinical Informatics Wanda Hollon for their leadership and diligence as they worked to achieve HIMSS7 status;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate rightfully honors Manchester Memorial Hospital upon achieving HIMSS7 status; wishes all those associated with the hospital best wishes as they continue to operate the hospital in a more efficient, paperless environment; and commends the hard work and selfless dedication of Erika Skula and Wanda Hollon for their direction, perseverance, and leadership.
