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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the Chevrolet Corvette upon the Corvette Stingray being named 2014 North American Car of the Year.

WHEREAS, the first generation of the Corvette was released in 1953. The car quickly became emblematic of American precision and design, and after more than 60 years on the market the Corvette has maintained its rightful place as one of the most extraordinary feats of American innovation; and 

WHEREAS, in 2014, the Corvette Stingray was named North American Car of the Year. The honor highlighted a banner year for the car, as it was also named Automobile Magazine's Car of the Year, Yahoo!'s car of the year, and was awarded with an Excellence Award from Popular Mechanics. The Stingray, a concept car that was designed to "test handling and ease of performance," is another in a long line of successful iterations of the Corvette brand, and a testament to the bright future of the Corvette and Chevrolet; and 

WHEREAS, the Chevrolet Corvette has an extraordinary history in this Commonwealth. In 2010 the car was officially named State Sports Car of Kentucky. The Corvette is manufactured at the GM Bowling Green Assembly Plant, and its history is duly celebrated at the National Corvette Museum in Bowling Green; and 

WHEREAS, this honorable body acknowledges the superiority of American-made products, and especially honors those that have a special place in this Commonwealth. This body honors the Chevrolet Corvette on this day for the beauty of its design and the perfection of its function, commends all the men and women who have worked to make the Corvette such a model of American design, and congratulates the Corvette Stingray for being named North American Car of the Year;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the Senate honor the Chevrolet Corvette and all the people at General Motors who work so diligently to make the Corvette a foundation of the American automobile industry, and duly commend the Corvette Stingray upon being named the 2014 North American Car of the Year. 

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the Chevrolet Corvette.
