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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Walter James Brugh.

WHEREAS, Walter James Brugh, a resident of Paintsville, Kentucky, was born on July 7, 1926, the cherished son of the late Frank and Margret Hammond Brugh; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Brugh was known to many as the "Big Blue Legend," and has earned many honors during his lifetime. He was a World War II Veteran, a Kentucky Colonel, and a Master Mason. Mr. Brugh was a member of the Kentucky High School Coaches Association, was inducted into the Kentucky High School Association Sports Hall of Fame, and was a member of the Lifetime Honor Roll at Paintsville High School; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Brugh graduated from Paintsville High School in 1947 after proudly serving his country in the United States Army. He attended high school for three years, served in the South Pacific during World War II, and then returned upon completion of his tour to finish his senior year at the age of 21. He attended The Citadel, The Military College of South Carolina, where he played football for four years. After graduation, Mr. Brugh returned to Paintsville and became assistant football coach under James Wheeler. In 1956, he became the head coach, and subsequently led the Tigers to a multitude of victories for over three decades. Upon retirement, Mr. Brugh continued to coach and mentor young football players for the remainder of his life; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Brugh departed this earthly life at the age of 87 on February 11, 2014, leaving his family, friends, and an entire community in solemn mourning; and

WHEREAS, in addition to his parents, Mr. Brugh was preceded in death by his loving wife, Nancy Ward Brugh; two brothers, Raymond and Lacy Brugh; and one sister, Mary Cummings. He is survived by two sons, Jim Brugh and his wife, Bonnie, and Mike Brugh and his wife, Faye; two daughters, Chandra Alfaro and Beth Slone and her husband, Ippy; and four grandchildren, Christopher and Alyssa Alfaro and Billy and Whitney Slone;
