WHEREAS, Virginia Howard French was preceded in death by her parents and her beloved husband, William H. French. She is survived by her children, Jacquelyn, Gwendolyn, William H. III and his wife, Seneca, and Karl and his wife, Audrey; nine grandchildren; sister, Princess Spencer; brother-in-law, John French; sisters-in-law, Gwendolyn French and Mary Jo Whitfield; and a host of other relatives who will dearly miss her presence in their lives;
