A former special deputy sheriff for Christian County, he was the former chairman of the Christian County Airport Board and was a member of the Kentucky Commission on Education, the Kentucky Board of Corrections, the Kentucky Parole Board, the Kentucky Council on Child Abuse, the Jaycees, the Christian County Democratic Party, the Inaugural Kentucky Lottery Board, and was a founding member of the Committee of 100; and 

WHEREAS, Philip E. Mullins departed this earthly life on February 15, 2014, leaving his family, friends, and an entire community in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, Philip E. Mullins is survived by his beloved wife, Peggy Hadden Mullins; his daughter, Paige Mullins-Couch; and one grandson;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
