WHEREAS, Clem R. Fennell played on the 1943 Highlands State Football Championship team and was the patriarch of a renowned family football dynasty. He was Highlands High School's number one fan, and the owner of the famed and feared touchdown cannon that frequently heralded Highlands' touchdowns, to the chagrin of its opponents. Mr. Fennell founded the Fort Thomas Junior Football League that has become the incubator for subsequent Highlands State Football Championship teams; and

WHEREAS, Clem R. Fennell was a former City of Fort Thomas councilman and the past president of the Mechanical Contractors Association of Cincinnati; and 

WHEREAS, Clem R. Fennell departed this earthly life on February 26, 2014, leaving his family, friends, and an entire community in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, Clem R. Fennell is survived by his beloved wife, Gloria Demmerle Fennell; his daughter, Jennie Schlosser and her husband, Jeff; his sons, Clem R. Fennell III and his wife, Vicky, and Kent Fennell and his wife, Beverly; his grandchildren, Danny Fennell and his wife, Hanna, Christine Smalley and her husband, Justin, Clem R. Fennell IV and his wife, Casey, Maggie Fennell, Ben Schlosser, and Hunter Schlosser; and six great-grandchildren;
