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A RESOLUTION urging the Transportation Cabinet to designate a bridge on Kentucky Route 605 in Marion County as the "Sister Sodelbia Hughes Memorial Bridge."

WHEREAS, on June 4, 1917, Sister Sodelbia graduated from high school in Kansas. That same day, Sister Sodelbia took a train to Kentucky where she began her training as a Sister-teacher; and

WHEREAS, in 1925, Sister Sodelbia opened the Manton Public School in Washington County, Kentucky, where she taught for 27 years. In addition to teaching in Kentucky, she also taught in Alabama, Colorado, New Mexico, Texas, and Missouri; and

WHEREAS, during the 1950s, Sister Sodelbia called upon politicians to build a bridge so that the commute from Washington County to Marion County, across the Hardin's Creek, would be easier. It wasn't until the mid-1950s when Governor Albert "Happy" Chandler visited Sister Sodelbia and instructed the highway director to, "do what Sister says," that the bridge over Hardin's Creek's was built; and

WHEREAS, on October 7, 1987, Sister Sodelbia traversed these earthly bounds;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is urged to designate the bridge on Kentucky Route 605 in Marion County, near its intersection with Johnson Road, as the "Sister Sodelbia Hughes Memorial Bridge," and within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
