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A RESOLUTION urging the Transportation Cabinet to designate a bridge in Leslie County as the "Effie M. Couch Memorial Bridge."

WHEREAS, Effie M. Couch was born on April 11, 1922, in Hoskinston, Kentucky, to Joe and Suzanne Howard Morgan; and

WHEREAS, in 1948 Effie M. Couch married Raleigh Couch; and

WHEREAS, after graduation, Effie M. Couch taught school in a one-room school house. After teaching for one year, she moved to Detroit, Michigan to build fighter planes during World War II; and

WHEREAS, after World War II, Effie M. Couch moved back to Leslie County where she worked with her father in the Circuit Court Clerk's Office. She was later elected as Leslie County Circuit Court Clerk and served as an elected official until her retirement in 1993; and

WHEREAS, in 2010 Effie M. Couch was awarded the "Lifetime Republican Award" at the County Republican Rally and Lincoln Club Dinner; and

WHEREAS, Effie M. Couch traversed these earthly bounds on December 6, 2012;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is urged to designate the bridge on United States Highway 421 at Hoskinston in Leslie County as the "Effie M. Couch Memorial Bridge," and within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
