WHEREAS, Todd May was a member of the Kentucky High School Basketball Hall of Fame's 2014 class; and 

WHEREAS, Todd May, having starred at Virgie High School in Virgie, Kentucky, was rightfully named to the 16-member class for his extraordinary accomplishments on the basketball floor and for what he represents to the overall tradition of high school basketball in this Commonwealth; and 

WHEREAS, Todd May led Virgie High School to the Kentucky Sweet Sixteen in 1981 and 1982. Earning All-Tournament honors both years, he was named the Sweet Sixteen's Most Valuable Player in 1982. During his career at Virgie, Mr. May scored over 2,500 points and collected more than 1,400 rebounds, averaging 31 points and 16 rebounds during his senior season. He was named Kentucky Mr. Basketball and a high school All-American in 1982; and 

WHEREAS, Todd May signed to play for the University of Kentucky, transferred to Wake Forest University, and finished his career at Pikeville College, averaging an incredible 40 points a game; and

WHEREAS, this honorable body rightfully applauds Todd May upon his induction into the Kentucky High School Basketball Hall of Fame. For his career at Virgie High School and for being one of the finest players to ever come out of eastern Kentucky, he is honored on this day and granted best wishes as he continues a life well-lived;
