WHEREAS, St. Agnes School is one such institution, and this Honorable Body honors its administration, its teachers, its students, and all its proud alumni as it celebrates 100 outstanding years of operation; and 

WHEREAS, St. Agnes School opened on January 5, 1914. In its infancy the school, which was staffed by the Sisters of Charity of Nazareth, had only three main classrooms and no running water. From those humble first days, St. Agnes School has grown into a beacon in the Louisville Catholic community, graduating students in kindergarten through eighth grade who have come to know about the world at large and the Catholic tradition inside the esteemed halls of the school; and 

WHEREAS, in 1999 and 2005, the United States Department of Education awarded St. Agnes School the highest academic honor in the country by naming it a Blue Ribbon School of Excellence. This commendation was a rightful admission of St. Agnes's place in the Louisville learning community, and was an example of a hallowed tradition the school's current faculty and staff have diligently worked to maintain; and

WHEREAS, for a century, St. Agnes School has served the youth of Louisville and their families. This body commends the school on the occasion of its 100th anniversary and wishes its students, its faculty, Father David Colhour, and Principal Carol M. Meirose the utmost success upon this auspicious occasion and wishes them the best of luck as they move, with the grace of God and their patron saint, Agnes of Rome, into the next chapter of an already distinguished existence;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
