WHEREAS, Bright Life Farms currently has three residential homes with private rooms for 24 men and women. Each day, the staff at Bright Life teach life skills, community effectiveness and participation, how to socialize and engage with others, and the meaning and application of the Gospel, giving the facility's residents a full and enlightening education that will help them become productive citizens; and

WHEREAS, in February 2014, Bright Life Farms lost its first resident, Bernice Wayne Oakley. Bernie, as he was affectionately known, lived eight years at Bright Life and was a treasure to all the residents and staff who cared for him, befriended him, and came to love him; and 

WHEREAS, this honorable body honors those institutions that serve a higher purpose, particularly those that give support and spiritual guidance to the less fortunate citizens of this Commonwealth. Bright Life Farms achieves this by always adhering to the noble mission of charity and goodwill, and of making sure that everyone who comes through its doors is treated with goodwill and infused with a sense of self-worth. This body acknowledges that mission today and grants the support staff and administrators of Bright Life Farms best wishes as they continue to faithfully guide their residents toward the Holy Spirit;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
