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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of PFC William "Teetum" Carneal.

WHEREAS, PFC Carneal was a son of this Commonwealth, having been raised in McCracken County, Kentucky, the cherished son of Plummer and Johnnie Ella Hite Carneal; and 

WHEREAS, on July 7, 1944, PFC Carneal, a member of the 105th infantry regiment, 27th infantry division of the United States Army, was engaged with forces on the island of Saipan. After the battle PFC Carneal was deemed missing in action, and one year later he was reported dead. He was 24 years old; and 

WHEREAS, PFC Carneal's remains were not found; and 

WHEREAS, in March 2013, a Japanese nonprofit organization dedicated to finding the remains of fallen Japanese soldiers was conducting an excavation in Saipan when they came upon the remains of five American soldiers. One of those soldiers was wearing a 1939 Heath High School class ring, dog tags identifying the soldier as PFC William Carneal, some loose change, and a pocket watch; and 

WHEREAS, the Japanese organization transferred the remains to the Joint POW/MIA Accounting Command for DNA testing, and on December 4, 2013, the tests confirmed that the remains belonged to PFC Carneal; and 

WHEREAS, on April 25, 2014, PFC Carneal's birthday, he will be laid to rest with a military burial, a 21-gun salute, and a flag ceremony; and 

WHEREAS, PFC William "Teetum" Carneal will forever be remembered as a hero and a source of pride for all those in this nation who enjoy the freedoms with which we have been so blessed, and his memory will be cherished by all who were lucky to be touched by his indelible presence; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the Senate hereby honor the memory of PFC William "Teetum" Carneal, commend him posthumously for his selfless sacrifice for this great country, and extend their heartfelt sympathy and appreciation to his family.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor and loving memory of PFC William "Teetum" Carneal.
