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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Senator Katie Stine upon her retirement from this Honorable Body following 20 years of service to the people of this Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, Senator Katie Stine is a lifelong Kentuckian. A graduate of the University of Cincinnati and the Chase College of Law at Northern Kentucky University, she is a tireless advocate for her constituents in Northern Kentucky and has represented the citizens of Bracken, Campbell, and Pendleton Counties with intelligence and grace for two decades; and

WHEREAS, Senator Katie Stine was elected to the Kentucky House of Representatives in 1994 and to the Kentucky Senate in 1998; and 

WHEREAS, Senator Katie Stine has built her career on the strong principles of family values, a fiscally responsible state government, and an unwavering belief in the sanctity of human life. She is the first woman in Kentucky history to be named Senate President Pro Tem and the only Northern Kentuckian in Senate leadership. The sponsor of the Women's Right to Know Law, she also sponsored critical legislation such as 2009 Senate Bill 1 that reformed education in the Commonwealth and a law establishing Veteran's Day recognition in Kentucky's schools; and 

WHEREAS, Senator Katie Stine has been a member of the Economic Development, Tourism, and Labor Committee; the Health and Welfare Committee; the Program Review and Investigations Committee; the Enrollment Committee; the Committee on Natural Resources and Energy; the Committee on Committees; the Rules Committee; the Legislative Research Commission; the Economic Development Task Force; the Energy Special Subcommittee; Co-Chair of the Families and Children Subcommittee, the Medicaid Cost Containment Task Force, and the Medicaid Oversight and Advisory Committee; and Vice-Chair of the Judiciary Committee; and

WHEREAS, Senator Katie Stine has been rightfully commended for her service to the Senate and for the uncommon leadership she has provided for her constituents and to the members of this body. She is the recipient of the A.D. Albright Outstanding Educational Governance Individual Award and the Taxpayer's Friend Award from Taxpayers United. She has also been named a Guardian of Small Business by the National Federation of Small Businesses and is the recipient of the Friend of Physical Therapy Award from the Kentucky Physical Therapists Association; and 

WHEREAS, Senator Katie Stine has worked tirelessly to curb the pandemic of heroin addiction and the scourge that it has brought to the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Senator Katie Stine is duly honored by this body for her years of meritorious service, for her tireless dedication to the people of Northern Kentucky and this Commonwealth, and for the passion and honesty with which she has served as a legislator. The members hereby thank her for all she has done for the General Assembly, and grant her best wishes as she begins this new chapter of her life; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the Kentucky Senate salute the Senator from Campbell; express their sincere appreciation for her service to her community, the General Assembly, and this Commonwealth; acknowledge the role her husband, Fred A. Stine, and her children, Caroline and Fritz, have played in her distinguished tenure as a legislator; and wish her Godspeed as she awaits new and exciting challenges.
