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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of James Edward Segrest III.

WHEREAS, James Edward Segrest III was born on December 3, 1940, in Louisville to the late Glenn Bradley Segrest and Virginia Martin Segrest Stewart; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Segrest dedicated his life to public service and the service of his community. This sense of duty and leadership was evident even in his early life. As a student at Valley View High School, he was a member of the National Honor Society, President of the Student Council, President of Kentucky Student Councils, and President of Jefferson County 4-H Clubs; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Segrest graduated from the University of Louisville and the University of Louisville School of Law. He served as the Parliamentarian of the Student Council, as Secretary of Tau Kappa Epsilon Fraternity, and as President of the Baptist Student Union; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Segrest dedicated his professional career to public service in the city of Louisville and the betterment of his native Butchertown neighborhood. He served in many roles, including as Director of Planning Controls at the Louisville and Jefferson County Planning Commission and as Director of Local and Comprehensive Planning at the Kentuckiana Regional Planning & Development Agency; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Segrest was a member of several volunteer organizations, often serving in leadership roles. He was President of Neighborhood Planning and Preservation, which he cofounded; a member of the Board of the National Association of Neighborhoods; President of Butchertown, Inc. and the Butchertown Neighborhood Association; Vice Chair of the Preservation Alliance; a member of the Board of Directors of Wesley Community House; Co-Founder of Thomas Edison Butchertown House; President of the Louisville Public Schools Assembly; President of Lincoln Neighborhood School Board; Co-Chair 4th District Advisory Committee; Chairman of the Board of Advisors of Tau Kappa Epsilon Fraternity; a member of the 4-H Council; President of Valley High School Alumni Association; and a member of Calvary Episcopal Church; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Segrest traversed these earthly bounds on April 5, 2014. He leaves behind a community that will forever carry the indelible mark of his good works, his steadfast leadership, and his service; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Segrest leaves a host of family and friends to cherish his memory, including his brother, William David Segrest; and his half-siblings, Phillip Randolph Stewart, Edna Dale Stewart, Ina Stewart Klopfer, and Charles Martin Stewart;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
