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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Mary Grace Pettit.

WHEREAS, Mary Grace Pettit was a daughter of the Commonwealth, having been born in Caldwell County, Kentucky, on August 15, 1918, the cherished daughter of the late Claude and Fannie Robertson Akin; and 

WHEREAS, Mary Grace Pettit was the curator at Adsmore Museum in Princeton, Kentucky, from its opening in 1988 until her retirement. She also served on the Caldwell County Hospital Board for 36 years, was the chair of that board for 14 years, was an active member of the Daughters of the American Revolution, served as head librarian and director of the George Coon Public Library, and was a member of the Booklovers Club of Princeton; and 

WHEREAS, Mary Grace Pettit was a staple of her community and an extraordinary fountain of local knowledge of her beloved hometown of Princeton. Mrs. Pettit, a guiding light and source of inspiration to so many in her community, leaves behind a legacy of unrelenting service and good deeds. On May 22, 1946, famously known as "Hospital Day," Mrs. Pettit canvassed the community looking for donations for a new medical facility. By the end of that day, $100,000 had been raised for a new hospital; and 

WHEREAS, Mary Grace Pettit was a woman of unwavering faith and spiritual blessings. A loyal member of Ogden Memorial United Church, she began playing the church organ in 1945; and 

WHEREAS, on December 24, 2013, after 95 extraordinary years on this earth, Mary Grace Pettit departed her life of tireless service and entered into eternal rest, leaving her family, friends, and the community she served and loved in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, Mary Grace Pettit was preceded in death by her beloved husband, George W. Pettit; her brothers, George and Claude Akin; her sister, Sara Crider; and her grandson. She is survived by her sons, George Pettit and his wife, Elaine, and Duke Pettit and his wife, Anita; her daughter, Betty Presler and her husband, Ed; 11 grandchildren; 23 great-grandchildren; and several nieces and nephews; and 

WHEREAS, Mary Grace Pettit will forever be remembered as a source of unconditional love, leaving behind a lasting legacy of meritorious service, boundless faith, and indelible grace;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
