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A RESOLUTION honoring Joe Craft for his pledge and support for the development of the Craft Academy for Excellence in Science and Mathematics at Morehead State University.

WHEREAS, the Craft Academy for Excellence in Science and Mathematics at Morehead State University is a residential high school program open to juniors and seniors; and 

WHEREAS, the Craft Academy is scheduled to open in August 2015. It was paid for in part by a pledge from Joe Craft, and will feature a newly renovated residence hall for participating students; and 

WHEREAS, Joe Craft, CEO of Alliance Resource Partners, is a Lexington philanthropist whose support of many causes in Kentucky, particularly the Craft Practice Center at the University of Kentucky, has earned him a reputation of being one of the foremost charitable donors in this Commonwealth; and 

WHEREAS, the Craft Academy will help "exceptional young men and women develop their God-given talents" and will feature invitations to academically gifted students. These students will come from across the Commonwealth, with openings for 60 juniors and 60 seniors; and 

WHEREAS, the students attending the Craft Academy will take a college-level curriculum that will allow them to graduate with as many as 60 credit hours for college, whether at Morehead State or elsewhere; and 

WHEREAS, this honorable body commends the work of those Kentuckians who go above and beyond to ensure that future generations of citizens have the opportunities necessary to better this Commonwealth. Joe Craft is one such individual, and he is commended for his charitable work, applauded for his selfless sacrifice to both individuals and institutions throughout the years, and acknowledged for his pledge to the Craft Academy for Excellence in Science and Mathematics at Morehead State University;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the Senate hereby honor Joe Craft for his charitable pledge to the Craft Academy for Excellence in Science and Mathematics at Morehead State University and commend him for the fundamental part he has played in the advancement of science and math education in this Commonwealth.
