WHEREAS, Lawson Walker, during his time in the General Assembly, ably served as a member of the House Judiciary, Economic Development and Tourism, and Contract Review Committees, where he was able to lend his considerable legal expertise to the committees' proceedings and was able to attract business and tourism expansions in the Northern Kentucky area and across the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, Lawson Walker was the Vice Chairman of the House Banking and Insurance Committee, which he helped to lead with dignity and integrity; and

WHEREAS, Lawson Walker was a dedicated, passionate member of his Northern Kentucky community. He was an active member of Lakeside Christian Church and served on the boards of various organizations, including Sanitation District 1; and

WHEREAS, Lawson Walker was a proud Eagle Scout, and he guided his personal and professional life by the Scout Oath. He served on the board of the Dan Beard Council for the Boy Scouts, where he helped oversee the Boy Scout organization in the Northern Kentucky and Cincinnati Metropolitan Area; and

WHEREAS, Lawson Walker leaves behind in this life his loving and devoted wife of 39 years, Peggy; his daughter, Erin Long and her husband, Kyle; his son Jonathan, and his fiancée, Ally; and his two beloved grandchildren, Henry and Lydia; and

WHEREAS, the family and friends of Lawson Walker, and the members of his Northern Kentucky community, are joined in their grief in this loss by the members of the Senate of the General Assembly. May we all find solace in the knowledge that he has traversed these earthly bounds to rejoin his heavenly father;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
