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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Dr. Wade Bryant Hicks.

WHEREAS, Dr. Wade Bryant Hicks was born in 1926, the beloved son of the late Dr. Elijah and Jessie Hicks; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Hicks honorably served his nation in the United States Navy; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Hicks graduated from the University of North Carolina, and received his Masters of Divinity and Doctorate of Philosophy from the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Hicks was a devout member of Louisville’s Lyndon Baptist Church, where he served as deacon. He served as the pastor of Buck Run Baptist Church from 1950 to 1955, and taught at Southern Seminary for more than 40 years, first as a full-time faculty member from 1965 until 1993, and then as a senior professor from 1994 to 2006. In 1983, he assumed an endowed professorship as the M. Theron Rankin Professor of Foreign Missions. Before joining the seminary’s faculty, he was a missionary to the Philippines for ten years with the International Mission Board of the Southern Baptist Convention. As a member of the founding faculty of the Billy Graham School, he had an impact on countless students who are now serving cross-culturally, as well as many future pastors who have led their churches toward greater missionary commitments; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Hicks departed this earthly life on January 12, 2014, at the age of 88, leaving his family, friends, and an entire community in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, in addition to his parents, Dr. Hicks was preceded in death by his two brothers, Dr. Lige Hicks and Dr. Myers Hicks. He is survived by his wife, Peggy G. Hicks; two sons, Wade B. Hicks, Jr. and Dr. Lee Greene Hicks; one daughter, Bonnie Hicks Ginter; one brother, Dr. Robin Hicks; and eight grandchildren and four great-grandchildren;
