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A RESOLUTION commending and encouraging partnerships between public, private, and home schools to enrich educational opportunities for all Kentucky students.

WHEREAS, an educated citizenry benefits all Kentuckians; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth's public, private, and home schools make an invaluable contribution by educating the children and youth of the state; and

WHEREAS, for years, rural public, private, and home schools have participated in partnerships which enriched the education of the students they serve by providing access to broader curriculum offerings, J.R.O.T.C., and extracurricular experiences; and

WHEREAS, today some of the Commonwealth's largest school systems, including the Jefferson County Public Schools, have recognized the benefit of offering students enrolled in private and home schools the opportunity to take additional classes, including J.R.O.T.C., classes that these students would not otherwise be able to take;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The public school superintendents, who have taken the initiative to open new academic and extracurricular services for students attending private and home schools in their communities, are commended for their efforts to provide this largely unserved student population access to additional educational opportunities.  All public schools in the Commonwealth are encouraged to pursue and expand efforts such as these to better serve all students in their communities.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to send a copy of this resolution, along with a letter from the sponsor and co-sponsors who are presently involved in home schooling their children, to the Superintendents of Kentucky's public schools.
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
