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A RESOLUTION urging the Jefferson County Judge/Executive and the Jefferson County Fiscal Court Commissioners to release control of the Playtorium to the Fairdale community.

WHEREAS, in 1947, Jefferson County furnished $27,500 and Fairdale citizens matched this amount with $10,000 and $17,500 in labor to build the Playtorium; and

WHEREAS, the Playtorium has been in continuous use by the entire Fairdale community as a community center since its dedication on May 28, 1949, to 12 local soldiers who died in World War II; and

WHEREAS, the Playtorium has always been maintained by the Fairdale Community Club and the Fairdale community with proceeds from the Annual Fairdale Fairs; and

WHEREAS, the Playtorium stands as a monument to the wealth of enthusiasm and community pride of the residents of Fairdale; and

WHEREAS, the growing Fairdale community has a desperate need for a youth-oriented community center to provide programs to prevent crimes, drugs and gang-related problems;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives urges the Jefferson County Judge/Executive and the Jefferson County Fiscal Court Commissioners to release control of the Playtorium to the Fairdale community.
