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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Charles L. Siler upon the occasion of his induction into the 1997 Officer Candidate School Hall of Fame.

WHEREAS, Charles L. Siler was commissioned an Infantry Officer upon graduation from Officer Candidate School on August 22, 1952, with his first duty assignment as Assistant Information Officer, 11th Airborne Division, Fort Campbell, Kentucky; and his subsequent duty assignments included Weapons Platoon Leader, B Company, 1st Battalion, 17th regiment, 7th Infantry Division, Korea; Company Commander, Korea; Information Officer, 1st Cavalry Division, Japan; Information Officer, 82nd Airborne Division, Fort Bragg, North Carolina; Information Officer, 4th Armor Division, Germany; Information Officer, Combined 1st Cavalry Division & 2nd Infantry Division, Fort Benning, Georgia; Information Officer, 1st Cavalry Division, Vietnam; Battalion Commander, 2nd Battalion, 7th Cavalry, 1st Cavalry Division; Vietnam; Information Officer, US Army Pacific, Hawaii; Information Officer, CDC, Fort Belvoir, Virginia; Information Officer, J. F. Kennedy Special Warfare Center & School, Fort Bragg, North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, Charles L. Siler was sent to Frankfort as a voice for the eighty-second Legislative District which comprises McCreary and Whitley Counties, and he has unselfishly devoted many years of dedicated service to the citizens of this great Commonwealth by introducing legislation that expanded the Fair Access to Insurance Requirements (FAIR) to include homesteads and farmsteads; he authored and passed legislation establishing and funding the Kentucky Emergency Response Program which has been considered a model program for the nation; he was instrumental in developing the Kentucky Police Training Program at Eastern Kentucky University; and he has been a strong supporter of the Kentucky Education Reform Act, the post secondary education program, and mandatory kindergarten; and

WHEREAS, Charles L. Siler continues to serve his country with distinction on the Veteran Affairs Subcommittee; he has played a significant role in the establishment of the Kentucky Veteran Center that provides care for 298 veterans; and he currently serves on the Veteran Nursing Home Task Force as finance chairman for the construction of two 120-bed, primary-care facilities;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Being wholly deserving of the praise of this honorable body, we do hereby express our appreciation and gratitude to Charles L. Siler for serving his country with distinction, both in the United States Army and his years as a public servant, devoting countless hours of dedicated service to the citizens of this great Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives hails and lauds Charles L. Siler as an exemplary citizen of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and congratulates him upon his induction into the prestigious Officers Candidate School Hall of Fame on September 12, 1997.
