Notwithstanding any other provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes to the contrary, the 1998 premium rates for all health benefit plans developed, marketed, and issued pursuant to this subtitle shall be the same as the rates in effect for calendar year 1997 plus a composite rate increase of five percent (5%)."; and
