On page 89, Between lines 15 and 16, Insert the following:

"SECTION 63.  A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 205 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:
(1)
The secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet, after consultation with the secretary for the Cabinet for Human Resources, shall on a quarterly basis certify to the Interim Committee on Appropriations and Revenue the general fund savings realized from any managed care program for Medicaid recipients.

(2)
The certification shall indicate the following:

(a)
The means by which savings were achieved, including a description of the discrete procedure used to achieve the savings; and

(b)
The amount saved as a result of the specific procedure, including an explanation as to the calculations and assumptions used in determining the amount.

(3)
The amount certified by the secretary under this section shall be transferred to a trust account to be utilized by the secretary of the Cabinet for Human Resources to improve the health care delivery system by providing health care coverage for additional categories of individuals and families with incomes up to one hundred percent (100%) of the federal poverty guidelines. The commissioner for Medicaid services shall provide within ninety (90) days of the effective date of this Act the estimated cost for the provision of a health benefit plan set forth in this section. The funds in the trust account shall not lapse. The secretary shall give priority in utilizing any appropriated trust account funds to matching available federal funds in the Medicaid program.

(4)
The funds shall be utilized to make payment for a basic health benefit plan, which shall be limited to medically necessary acute care hospitalization, in-hospital physician care, and other necessary in-hospital services. Individuals eligible for the basic health benefit plan shall make a ten dollar ($10) per month contribution to the plan. Families eligible for the basic health benefit plan shall make a twenty-five dollar ($25) per month contribution to the plan. Premium payments may be adjusted in accordance with the income of the individual or family. The health benefit plan shall be available when the savings achieved are equivalent to the Medicaid commissioner's estimated cost for the plan.

The commissioner for Medicaid services shall expand the plan to two hundred percent (200%) of poverty as funds become available. Contributions shall be increased proportionate to participants' income."; and

On page 89, line 16, renumbering "Section 63" as "Section 64" and renumbering all the succeeding sections accordingly.
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
