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A RESOLUTION honoring du Pont Manual Magnet High School and Principal Beverly Keepers.

WHEREAS, 1.1 million students from 20,000 high schools have entered the 43rd National Merit Scholarship competition; and

WHEREAS, du Pont Manual Magnet High School is a magnet school which attracts talented and aspiring students within Jefferson County that major in one of five academic disciplines: performing arts, visual arts, math-science technology, communications-media arts, or high school university; and

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body is proud to recognize and commend the thirty-seven students at du Pont Manual High School for their academic excellence in qualifying as National Merit semifinalists and for having the distinction of rating eighth in the nation.
